Please allow
me to thank you for your ministry and I ask that you find a way to
give my gratitude to the members of your church for being so
willing to assist people in the community in times of need. Without
their gifts i have no idea what I would have done. “

Fr. Gregory shares the following excerpt from a homily by
Msgr. Marc Caron, who was in seminary with Fr. Gregory, on
the occasion of priestly ordinations in the Diocese of Portland,
Maine.

“We also know that from among all the disciples Jesus has
drawn to Himself in our day, Jesus continues to choose some
men with a brother’s love to share in His ministry as our High
Priest, as the head of His Body the church, as the Spouse of
His Bride the Church. Today these men are the bishops and
priests. Through them, the ministry that the Apostles had of
teaching, sanctifying and governing the Church continues.
The ministry which Jesus gave to the Twelve for the sake of
the many continues in the lives of countless bishops and
priests throughout the world. Most particularly, through the
bishops and priests, the Eucharist becomes a reality in the
Church over and over again, the forgiveness of sins and
healing takes place, and the perpetuation of the Sacrament
of Holy Orders to the next generation is guaranteed. How
could we exist as a Church, how could we grow in holiness
and charity if the Eucharist were never celebrated, if sins
were not forgiven, if we could not be assured that no matter
what may ail us, Christ wills our healing? How could we be
Christ’s followers with no one to guide us and teach us in His
place and with His authority? By the gift of the Sacrament of
Holy Orders, Jesus guarantees that His mission will continue
in the world until the end of time. While in periods of the life of
the Church throughout history there may be persecution, there
may be scandal, there may be backsliding, there will always
be Christ’s faithful gift of His Priesthood to some men He
chooses to love the Church as He loves her and to give their
lives for Her. They are the ones who remind us, disciples all,
that we are to prefer nothing to the love of Christ, that we are
to set our face resolutely toward Jerusalem with Jesus,
following Him on the way to His Passover and ours, that we
are to meet Him on the road to Emmaus in the Scriptures and
in the breaking of the Bread. With no family of their own, no
home to call their own, no fixed place from which to wield any
power or influence as the world accounts for power and
influence, priests still remind us, by their life and ministry, of
our greatest treasures. By that I mean they are living
reminders to us of our dignity as sons and daughters of God;
of our freedom before God to always do the good; and, of our
mission to make Jesus known and loved by all the world.
Thanks be to God that He has blessed us with priests who
accomplish this among us!”

InnerLife Retreat
The InnerLif e Retreat was de veloped b y Fr. Gregor y three
years ago for young people, usually 16-18 years of age, so
that they can grow deeper in their prayer life and relationship
with Christ using the rich resources of our Catholic
spirituality . It’s a                   25-hour retreat and it’ s held at our
Trappistine monaster y near Cr ozet. The retreat is intimate ,
with no more than 7 par ticipants.  The individual weekends
are either f or all males or all f emales.  A VIRTUS-trained adult
assists Fr . Gregor y in the retreat,  and a cook team pr ovides
simple and delicious meals for the retreatants. So far there
have been 3 weekends for boys and     2 for girls; 11 different
boys have made the retreat and 6 girls. Retreatants come
from all over the Commonwealth (only 4 young people out of
the 17 have been parishioners of Incarnation!!). InnerLife
has been a very successful model. Here are some
comments from the young men who made the last one
September 14-15:

“I really like the retreat in general. Everything from
meeting e veryone, to doing stuff alone . Yet I was not
lonely when I was alone. I really liked just being by
myself, praying at those times. I really enjoyed the
nature walks as well.  I hope to come ne xt y ear. I thank
you f or teac hing me so m uch more about pra yer.”
(Alexey – Lexington)

“I loved the whole retreat  . . .one of my favorite parts
was the solitude walk. I never realized there were so
many forms of pra yer. I reall y enjo yed it and hope to
come back next year!” (Joseph – Newport News)

“It couldn’t have been better!!! (maybe if it was longer).
I feel there is so much to learn on this retreat. It was
great to come back a second time and I got a lot out of
the centering prayer and opportunity to share some of
my pra yer “tactics”  with some ne w friends.  What a
peaceful break fr om a stressful senior y ear. Hopefull y
this peace will last as it did last y ear.” (Glenn – Roanoke
[our first repeat!]

“Overall, I really enjoyed this retreat, and I feel like I
learned a lot about prayer and the person of Jesus.
Probably my favorite part was the silent introspective
prayer where we meditated and silenced all of our
thoughts. I liked the open discussions about Jesus and
diff erent f orms of pra yer. I felt it helped me or ganiz e
my own thoughts while hearing others’ perspectives
and opinions. At the moment, I can’t think of any part of
this retreat that I disliked. It was a great experience
and I f eel I will take a lot of it with me bac k into m y lif e.”

And from our seminarian Joe Goldsmith, who assisted
Fr. Gregor y on the Retreat:
Things I liked:  morning walk,  I reall y enjo yed the “Grand
Silence”, the Jesus movie tied in very well and made
our reflection tangible, talk with the Nuns!
Something I learned: I learned a lot about silence and
solitude; I learned new ways to pray; I experienced
God’s presence in a ne w way in m y silence
Feedbac k: The format was ver y good;  the walk and
Mass were good; very peaceful; talks were
informative and insightful.

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Meet our Staff – Nancy Brinkac
In her own words:

“Mike and I, reared in separate cities in Northeastern Pennsylvania,
met in college. From the start of our relationship, we were inseparable,
including attending Mass at the Catholic chapel on campus, although I
was Protestant. On December 29, 1971, we were married. The Vietnam

War was raging, and Mike
became a Navy helicopter pilot.
We were blessed with two
children – a son, Chris, and a
daughter, Lauren.  Soon after
Lauren was born, I became
Catholic and went on to teach
our son’s First Eucharist class.

The next two decades
were marked by frequent
relocations and periodic six-
month deployments by Mike,
living up and down the East
Coast, with several tours in

Norfolk, and a three-year assignment in  San Diego. Chris and Lauren
were midway through elementary school when I decided to enroll in law
school.  Mike wholeheartedly encouraged me, and for the next three years,
I stayed home with the children during the day and went to law school at
night. Mike took over the evening homework and extracurricular activities.
Then with one year remaining of law school, Mike got  orders to Washington,
D.C., and, fortunately, I was able to finish my last year there.

As I graduated from law school, Mike’s career blossomed; he became
Commanding Officer of a squadron of helicopters in Jacksonville. Time to
move again! In Florida, I learned to juggle marriage, motherhood, law firm
career, as well as the responsibility of supporting military wives whose
husbands were being deployed in the squadron Mike was leading. “The
Footprints Poem” comes to mind as I reflect on that experience.

After Jacksonville, Mike headed back to Washington, D. C.  I found
an opportunity to work in the Justice Department which I hoped would be
more compatible with family life.  When Desert Storm erupted, Mike
received orders to a carrier due to deploy to Iraq.  I went to Fairfax to
pursue my career and to enable Chris and Lauren to remain in one place
for high school.

Mike returned from Iraq, and Chris and Lauren sprouted wings of
their own.  Mike and I became active in several parish ministries at St.
Mary’s of Sorrows Catholic Church in Fairfax.   We were Extraordinary
Ministers of Holy Communion within the Mass (Nancy also to the Sick),
Mike became involved in Social Concerns, heading the annual clothing
drive among other things, and both of us were involved in ‘Water into Wine’
marriage prep weekends for engaged couples.  The latter ministry brought
us closer as we reexamined our lives together and saw how grace had
worked in our marriage to turn what was ordinary (water) into the
extraordinary or sacred (wine).

Mike’s and my calling to serve the church crystallized in the next
several years. To enter into my faith more deeply, I enrolled in a program
at Trinity College called Education for Parish Service (EPS), which was
designed to instill Catholic laity with the knowledge and tools to assume
leadership roles in the church. After four years of evening study, I graduated
from EPS and left government work shortly thereafter.  At our parish in
Easton, Maryland, I became Chairman of the Christian Formation
Committee, Assistant to the DRE, Catechist, Coordinator of Ministers of
Holy Communion to the Sick, and a member of the Pastoral Council.  In
the meantime, Mike obtained a graduate degree in environmental science
and policy.  His dream is to fulfill Catholic social teaching on caring for
God’s creation and environmental justice.

Having moved at the behest of the military all those years, Mike and
I have now chosen to make Charlottesville our home. Church of the
Incarnation is the reason for that choice. ‘Home is where the heart is’ and
our hearts are with the Body of Christ at Incarnation. Thank all of you for
welcoming us home.”

Maternity Center Opens in Pandiassou Area
Several years ago, the Incarnation parish community provided funds to build a second building in the Pandiassou area (Terre

Cassee) as a place for doctors to stay while visiting the medical clinic. The clinic was also built with Incarnation funds and is supported
with a yearly $10,000 donation by the parish. Because the clinic is staffed by a Haitian doctor, Dr. Elio Clervil, the continual need for

doctors and other medical personnel visiting from Charlottesville is not as great, and the building has
essentially remained vacant for a few years. The Little Sisters
of the Incarnation and Sr. Emmanuelle, however, had other
plans for this beautiful building!

For several years they have been in the process of
acquiring secondhand medical equipment and supplies
from a group of Sisters in Pennsylvania. Sr. Emmanuelle
with the help of Br. Armand has secured grants from other
groups, and she now has a fully-equipped maternity center
to serve as a clean, safe, and comfortable place to deliver babies for the women of Pandiassou and the

surrounding areas. It contains a delivery room, a room with incubators, two private rooms with baths for those willing to pay a small fee,
a larger common ward, and nurses and doctor rooms.

To help with this project, Incarnation parishioners generously donated $10,000 in 2005 to help
furnish the maternity center with new windows to ensure a more sterile environment, and supplies to
provide clean water.

While many of the births in the area will still take place in women’s homes, there is now a place to
treat difficult pregnancies, available free of charge to those who cannot afford the fees. The Little Sisters
believe, however, that Haitians cannot become beggars; those families that can afford the cost and wish
to use the service will be charged a small fee in keeping with the Sisters philosophy of not creating
dependency in the lives of the Haitian people.

The Little Sisters and Brothers of the Incarnation also have secured
a grant from the Japanese government and will soon be adding a
second floor to the maternity center for doctors and nurses to stay while awaiting the babies’ birth.  A
doctor or a nurse cannot just catch a cab in a nearby town and arrive a few minutes later at the maternity
center in Terre Cassee. Anyone who has traveled to Haiti can attest to the road conditions there and the
absence of reliable transportation. So the need still exists for a place close to the maternity center for
medical personnel to stay in these indefinite times. It seems that the building originally envisioned by
our previous pastor, Fr. William LaFratta, to serve as a place for doctors to stay has been fulfilled –  just
not on the bottom floor, but on the top floor!

With Haiti’s very high rate of infant mortality while giving birth, not excluding the risks to the mother,
this maternity center will help considerably to lower the chances of these unnecessary deaths or injuries. Although Incarnation has
helped with this project when it could, this new maternity center provides another way for Incarnation’s generosity to be further exhibited
in the coming years. We thank all those parishioners who continue to make our ministry to Haiti possible.
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
