PACEM AT INCARNATION by Rhonda Miska

The first week of March, Incarnation hosted area homeless
men through PACEM (People and Congregations Engaged in
Ministry), a local non-profit that provides shelter during the winter
months.  As in past years, many Incarnation parishioners helped
out by doing laundry, cooking and serving food, spending time
with the guests, cleaning the Parish Activities Center, and
supporting the work in prayer.  Several groups helped out,
including men’s and women’s Cursillo groups, the JustFaith class,
a Boy Scout troop, and a 7th grade Christian Formation class.

Aware of Jesus’ call to wash one another’s feet and aware of
the fact that many of our homeless guests are on their feet for
much of the day out in rain or cold, Incarnation parish nurses
provided foot care for our guests.  A second collection for PACEM
was taken in the fall of 2007 and the funds were used to provide
new shoes (up to $50) for each of our guests.

I had the privilege of accompanying our PACEM guests to
Super Shoes to buy the new shoes.  This is the third consecutive
year that we have provided new shoes to PACEM guests,
cementing my reputation among them as “Rhonda, the shoe lady.”
A few of the guests have limited mobility or some physical

disability, and I was touched to see how the other PACEM
guests helped them out by bringing shoes to them and
assisting them in finding what they needed.

Several guests work construction and badly needed new
steel-toed work boots, and they were able to purchase them.
When we returned to the Parish Activities Centr, one guest
showed me his old shoes – which were leaky, very worn, and
coming apart – and jubilantly threw them away since he now
had a new pair to replace them.  The guests were very grateful
for the new shoes, and many requested that I pass along their
gratitude to the parishioners who supplied the funds.  One of
the guests said to me, “You don’t know how much this means
and what a blessing this is to us.  Thank you so much for what
your church is doing.”

Haiti School Lunch Program
Meet Bernadine Mathieu and Jesline Duville, who are two of the 269

students participating in the school lunch program that
Incarnation supports in Pandiassou, Haiti.

Bernadine, 12 years old, is in the sixth grade and
has 6 brothers and 6 sisters. Jesline, on the other hand,
has six brothers, but no sisters. Bernadine’s favorite
subject is French; these students attend a school where
the children are learning three
languages – Creole, French, and
English. Jesline, age 11, is in the fourth
grade, her favorite class is mathematics,
and as the pictures show, both students
would get very serious once the camera

was pointed in their direction.
Each school day, about two hours after starting school

at 7:30am, the students from pre-school, age 3, to the sixth
grade, generally age 12, receive a hot meal. The meal of
rice is always accompanied by another vegetable such as
beans, okra, cabbage or tomatoes, and at times, a small
piece of meat. The meal is prepared in a courtyard behind
the school and served in each classroom.

Incarnation has now been supporting this program for four years; it is
difficult to overstate that what this meal means to these children and their
families. For many of the children, it is the only nutritious meal that they will
eat that day. If one looks closely at the younger children in the photo, the
bowls are quite full and yet it takes them precious little time to finish up the
meal.

The parishioners of Incarnation can be proud of the fact that for as
little as 25 cents per day per child, Incarnation is helping these children to
maintain good health as well as providing the nutrition to allow them to
concentrate on their studies while at school. As a French poet once wrote,
“a hungry stomach has no ears.” We wish that more Incarnation
parishioners could see in
person just how wonderful
these children are and just how
much Incarnation’s support
means to these children.
