We find that Jesus addresses “finances” more than any other issue in his teachings, and yet most of us struggle daily with
how to balance the treasures we have been blessed with while maintaining our lives. We are constantly bombarded with “get
rich quick” schemes, credit card offers for our youth, and decisions on which organizations, if any, we should donate to. And yet
the question remains: how do we balance all of this in light of our spirituality and Catholic faith?

Only by asking ourselves tough questions like “How do we get out of this debt rut?” “Does our family have a will?” “Am | able
to simplify my consumption?” “Without hesitating, do we spend more on athletic shoes for our children than we offer to our Parish
in an entire year?” will we be able to begin to meld our Christian values with how we use our wealth.

The Parish’s Development Committee, a sub-committee of the Finance Council, has been attempting to raise awareness of
this issue within our parish community and will continue to do so in the future. In this newsletter you will find a copy of our recently
created brochure: “Stewardship of Your Earthly Treasure”. We ask you to please take a moment to read this information.

In the upcoming year we will survey our parishioners and ask what type of lectures and seminars would help you and your
family manage your finances in light of our Christian faith. We will seek parishioner and national speakers to assist us in focusing
in on debt reduction and simplifying our lives. We will continue to place Fr. Gregory’s challenging homilies on our website. These
actions will assist each of us in living out our call to be good stewards with all that we have been blessed.




Outreach Ministry

Incarnation’s Outreach Ministry partners with local non-profit
agencies and organizations to provide financial assistance:

C.AR.E.S. & M.A.C.A.A. (Coalition Assisting Residents in
Emergency Situations & Monticello Area Community Action
Agency) serve persons in Charlottesville and Albemarle
County with emergency financial needs.

Head Start is a comprehensive program addressing the needs
of low-income families with children ages 3-5. Outreach
provides financial assistance, grocery cards, and toiletries
with a referral from a case manager.

The Salvation Army provides food, shelter, and financial
assistance to needy persons and their Emergency Services
Program refers clients for assistance with housing payments.
Skyline C.A.P. (Community Assistance Program) serves clients
in Greene and Madison Counties. Typically we offer
assistance to ten clients per year.

Child Health Partnership serves parents of children six years
of age and under and assists with public health needs,
parenting, and life skills.

Region Ten assists low-income and uninsured persons
through mental health services, case management,
vocational training, and limited financial assistance.
Departments of Social Service for Charlottesville and
Albemarle, Greene, and Fluvanna Counties make client
referrals for financial assistance.

Some agencies receive payments for direct services for clients:
Stone Robinson Elementary School After-School Program —
Since 2001, Incarnation has provided scholarships,
depending on the availability of funds, for low-income families
so that their children may be enrolled in this educational
enrichment program.

Virginia Organizing Project provides scholarship funds for
summer intern programs which target at-risk youth.
M.A.C.C.A. — grocery gift cards for holiday food and gift
distributions (Easter), Project Discovery Scholarships.
Transformation Retreats — Diocesan retreats for individuals
with HIV/AIDS.

Other agencies receive in-kind contributions or material
donations from Incarnation’s Outreach Ministry:

O.A.R. (Offender Aid and Restoration) — Christmas gifts for
children of incarcerated parents, grocery gift cards, toiletries
and/or financial assistance.

Community Outreach Coalition — school supplies collection.
Aids Services Group — food donations and toiletries.

— clothing donations and unclaimed Lost & Found items.
Church of the Holy Comforter Outreach Ministry — food
donations

Albemarle Department of Social Services Foster Care Unit —
birthday cakes are purchased and donated to foster children
who are not yet placed in a family situation.

Region Ten Mental Health Services — Case worker referrals
for financial assistance, prescriptions, grocery cards, and
rental/utility assistance.

Project LINK (assistance for families dealing with substance
abuse) — Christmas gifts and food for at-risk families enrolled
in Region Ten’s recovery and rehabilitation program.
